A pplication for tax exempt status was filed with
the Internal Revenue Service in late February.

users are assured of high quality results - but each time you search, money is generated by the
advertisers for SOS. Return to GoodSearch for all yo ur Internet exploration. The Society for

Ocean Sciences will remain your designated charity with no need to re-enter our name.

GoodSearch has also recently added “GoodShop” which ¢ an be accessed from their home
page. GoodShop directs you to your favorite vendors, like Amazon or Target. When you click
on a vendor’s logo, you will be directed to their o fficial website. Here is the magic, shop as

usual and up to 30% of your purchases will be donat ed to SOS.
